DAY

No trip to Glasgow is complete without a visit to the stunning
Kelvingrove Art Gallery & Museum, with one of the world’s
finest civic art collections.

Take a wander up Byres Road, the West End’s main street for
small quirky shops, coffee shops, bars and restaurants.
Stretch your legs with a walk around Glasgow Botanic
Gardens or take a peak at the historic University of Glasgow
campus, with its instagrammable cloisters and quadrangles.
Close to the SEC, whisky lovers can take a tour of the
Clydeside Distillery and also learn about the history of the
campus and its docks area.

Within walking distance is the Riverside Museum focusing
on transport history, the Tall Ship and the Glasgow Science
Centre.
